How to Practice FAQ

One 6’ table to assemble participants. One pager from the handbook is printed from the handbook and taped to
the table. Centered on the table are your sorted piles of Paracord (Bundles of 3 foot lengths). Each participant
gets their own to keep. To the left or right of the table is the tying towers set for making clove hitches. You will tie
the Clove hitch, finish with the half hitch and close with the Bowline.
